Established on 27th February 1976 following the extension of the Architects Act
1967 to Sabah and Sarawak, PAMSC was established to give architects in the state a
collective voice and professional platform.

KUCHING (Jan 25): A new generation of architects needed to realise Sarawak'’s vision
of becoming a star economy in Asean can be nurtured through the transformative
Free Tertiary Education Scheme (FTES), said Premier Datuk Patinggi Tan Sri Abang
Johari Tun Openg.

He said the scheme, which will be implemented this year, is a strategic investment
to build Sarawak’s human capital and address the shortage of professionals

required to support large-scale and sustainable infrastructure development.

“By removing the financial barrier for students to enter our four state-owned
universities, we are opening our tertiary education to all Sarawakians to acquire

knowledge to develop Sarawak into an advanced economy.

“We will be investing heavily in modern and world-class infrastructure, a new
airport and seaport in Kuching in particular, that would be aligned with our vision of

developing Sarawak into a star economy in Asean.

“The world-class infrastructure with emphasis on sustainable features cannot be
built without building a corresponding pool of professionals, particularly architects

like you,” he said.

Abang Johari's speech was delivered by Deputy Premier Datuk Amar Dr Sim Kui
Hian during the Pertubuhan Akitek Malaysia Sarawak Chapter (PAMSC) 50th Golden

Anniversary Gala Dinner at a hotel here on Saturday night.

He expressed confidence that FTES would help address the shortage of

He noted that PAMSC, which is affiliated with Pertubuhan Arkitek Malaysia (PAM),

KUCHING, Jan 24: Sarawak aims to address the shortage of professionals, particularly
architects, through the State’s Free Tertiary Education Scheme (FTES).

Premier Datuk Patinggi Tan Sri Abang Johari Tun Openg said the State government will be
investing heavily in modern and world-class infrastructure, including a new airport and
seaport in Kuching, in line with its vision of developing Sarawak into a star economy in
Asean.

“The world-class infrastructure with emphasis on sustainable features cannot be built
without a corresponding pool of professionals, particularly architects like you,” he said in a
speech text read by Deputy Premier Datuk Amar Dr Sim Kui Hian during the Pertubuhan
Arkitek Malaysia Sarawak Chapter’s (PAMSC) 50th anniversary dinner held at Pullman Hotel
here tonight.

To resolve the shortage of local architects, he said the State government has undertaken
the FTES, which removes financial barriers for students to enter the four State-owned
universities.

“With FTES, I am quite confident that we can address the lack of professionals in Sarawak
to support our vision of turning Sarawak into a developed economy in line with other
advanced economies in the Asean region,” he added.

Formed on Feb 27, 1976, PAMSC began from humble beginnings, holding committee
meetings in members’ offices, before establishing joint premises with other professional
institutes at Ultimate Professional Centre, Jalan Bukit Mata, followed by offices at Queens
Court and its current premises in Saradise, Kuching.

Today, PAMSC has grown into one of the most active chapters nationwide, representing
nearly 450 corporate, fellow, graduate and student members within a national body of

more than 5,000 architects.

Through their projects, their
leadership, and their mentorship, they laid the foundations for the
architectural community that continues to grow today.

The late Ar. Philip Chang Foh Ping was remembered by friends and
colleagues as a passionate advocate for architecture and a generous
mentor to many. As Director of United Consultants Architects Sdn. Bhd.,
former councillor of Majlis Bandaraya Kuching Selatan, former Deputy
Chairman of the Pending Branch of Sarawak United People's Party, and
a past Chairman of Pertubuhan Arkitek Malaysia Sarawak Chapter,
Philip served the profession with dedication throughout his career.

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In 2019, he began a new chapter by establishing CATUS together with Ar. Stephen
Liew, Ar. Law Kim Chui and Wong Kiong. Beyond practice, Philip was known for his
deep curiosity and love of learning. His personal library of nearly 3,000 books
reflected a mind that ranged widely—from architecture and local culture to politics,
science and photography.

On 29 April 2023, after a short illness, Philip passed away at the age of 71. His passing
was deeply felt within the profession. As Ar. Wee Hii Min described him, he was “an
architect's architect” thoughtful, widely read, and always ready to share his
knowledge.

In the 1970s, Sarawakian graduates were scoring below the
national average in the LAM Part Il Professional
Examination. Concerned by this, Johnny began
conducting tutorials to help young architects strengthen
their professional knowledge.

Using past examination questions, he mentored
generations of architects throughout his career in public
service and continued even after becoming the fifth
Chairman of Pertubuhan Arkitek Malaysia Sarawak Chapter.
Over time, the gap narrowed, and eventually closed.

Yet when asked about his own achievements, he would
simply say that he had built “nothing.” But in truth, his
greatest work was the architects he helped guide.

HOI AN, BANA HILLS
AND DA NANG

The Pertubuhan Akitek Malaysia Sarawak Chapter (PAMSC) organised a
study tour to Vietnam from 31 January to 4 February 2026, with 26
participants comprising members, spouses and associates. Over five
days, we visited Hoi An, Ba Na Hills, and Da Nang, combining heritage
observation with cultural exploration and the chance to experience the
soul of these places firsthand.

In Hoi An, we explored the historic
town centre, including the Japanese
Covered Bridge, Chinese assembly
halls, Quan Cong Temple, and Tan Ky
Ancient House, along with the central
market and surrounding streets.
Walking through the town allowed us
to observe how traditional
shophouses and narrow streets
continue to support daily commerce
and tourism while maintaining the
town'’s historic character. Some of us
also managed to squeeze in a visit to
Hoi An's famous tailors, returning
with custom-made dresses and
shirts. Desmond went one step
further, having his shirt embroidered
with his initials “DK”".

We also attended the Hoi An
Memories Show, a large-scale outdoor
performance presenting the history of
the town through music, lighting and
staged scenes along the river.

Emphasis was placed on the importance of
integrating fire safety considerations at the early design stage to ensure compliance
with relevant regulations.
